Why Crocodiles Lie with Their Mouths Open

The Science Behind the Experiment — A Guide for Adults

Crocodiles live in a very hot places, but they do not have sweat glands. When
humans get hot, they sweat. The evaporation of water from our skin cools us
down. Crocodiles have a different way of cooling down. They cool down by opening
their mouths. This increases the surface area on which evaporation can take
place, and heat can be lost.
