Next take off the orange peel and drop back in the water. 

What were your results?

	Addition (money)

	Dry Erase

All you will need for this experiment is a dry wipe marker, a glass bowl and some water. 

First, with a dry wipe marker, draw a small picture of something you like onto the bottom of glass bowl. 

Next, add a small amount of water to the bowl but enough to cover your drawing.

Observe closely and watch your drawing become a moving animation (move bowl slightly so water keeps moving). 

You can then touch your drawing with the back of your hand and it may even stick to you!!

	Money (making change)

Using the shopping items from yesterday, can you pay for your items and work out the change?

Example

Rosie has £5 for shopping.  She buys an apple and a bar of chocolate.  How much does she spend?  How much change will be given?

	Rainbow Juice

Taste the rainbow with some juice made from skittles!

1.Collect skittles and group them into – 2 red, 4 orange, 6 yellow, 8 green and 10 purple then place them into a separate cup (5 cups). 
2.Heat a mug of water in the microwave for 1 and a half minutes. 
3.Measure and pour 2 tablespoons of hot water onto skittles in each cup. 
4.Stir until skittles have dissolved and cup is cooled (room temperature).
5.Grab a glass and start adding the juice from the skittles slowly by using a teaspoon. 
6.Build your rainbow and enjoy!! (start with purple, green, yellow, orange then red) go slowly as we don’t want the colours to mix.
